Notice is given that the Department for Regional Development in exercise of the powers conferred by Article 100(1) and (2) of the Planning (Northern Ireland) Order 1991 proposes to make an Order entitled the Extinguishment of Right to Use Vehicles on Roads (Londonderry) Order (Northern Ireland) 2009. The purpose of the Order is to exclude vehicles from the following roads and lengths of road, all in the city of Londonderry— Castle Gate; Castle Street; Custom House Street for a distance of 54 metres from its junction with Shipquay Place; Guildhall Street for a distance of 43.5 metres from its junction with Shipquay Place; Magazine Gate, Magazine Street from its junction with Shipquay Place to a point 34 metres north-east of its junction with Butcher Street; Police Court Street; Shipquay Place from its junction with Waterloo Place to a line running from the south-east corner of the Guildhall to the north-east corner of No. 42 Shipquay Street; Union Hall Place; Waterloo Place from its junction with Shipquay Place to a line running from the north corner of No. 54 Waterloo Street to the southerly corner of No. 10 Waterloo Place; Waterloo Street from a point 10 metres south of its junction with Waterloo Place to its junction with High Street; and Waterloo Street from its junction with Harvey Street for a distance of 82 metres in a south-easterly direction.

Vehicles requiring access in specified circumstances are exempted from the provisions of the Order.
